President

William L. Webb, III currently serves as President of Still Serving Veterans (SSV), a service organization proactively committed to helping wounded Veterans and their families reintegrate into post-military careers and optimized new lives.  He co-founded this Huntsville, Alabama based service organization in 2006, and to date it has helped over 4,500 wounded warriors and Veterans, and has secured over $34 million in additional salaries and benefits for its Veteran clients.  In October 2009, SSV was presented the Army’s annual Spirit of Hope Award, “for patriotism and outstanding service that epitomize the values of Bob Hope and significantly enhance the quality of life of service members and their families.”

From August  2000 to March 2008, Will served as Senior Vice President, the President and Chief Executive Officer of Time Domain Corporation , a worldwide leader in ultra wideband (UWB) technology which develops and deploys UWB solutions that enable significant advances in radar, precision tracking, and wireless communications.  Will helped secure over $25 million in total Congressional funding, and reorganized, restructured, and recapitalized the company, resulting in record annual revenue and technical achievement and a $20 million equity round.

Raised in a military family, Will was an Eagle Scout who earned a Presidential appointment to the U.S. Military Academy at West Point.  He graduated with a bachelor’s degree in General engineering and later earned an MBA from Harvard Business School.

A career Army officer, he served in ground and air cavalry units in Colorado, California, Hawaii, Korea, Panama and Germy, and commanded an aviation brigade in Germany, Bosnia and Hungary.  His units earned numerous Army-level awards for professional excellence in leadership, combat aviation, aviation maintenance, and air traffic control.
 
Will’s political-military assignments included White House Fellow in the Executive Office of President Reagan, Senior Military Fellow at the Joint Center for Political and Economic Studies, Legislative Fellow and Congressional Staff Officer in the Office of the Secretary of the Army, Associate Professor of Management at the U.S. Military Academy, and Legislative Director for the Chairman of the Joint Chiefs of Staff.

His combat experience includes Deputy Commander of the Aviation Brigade Task Force during Operation Just Cause (liberation of Panama) and deployment to Bosnia-Herzegovina during Operation Joint Endeavor, as command and control headquarters for 120 helicopters that safely flew over 33,000 hours in treacherous conditions to compel peace in the war-ravaged Balkans.

Will’s final military assignment was Legislative Director for the Chairman of the Joint Chiefs of Staff, as principal liaison between the nation’s most senior military officer and the U.S. Congress.  He prepared the Chairman, Vice Chairman and senior joint generals/flag officers for congressional hearings, briefing, and testimony, and coordinated their legislative efforts on joint national security decisions with OSD, the Services, and the interagency community.  During his tenure, he orchestrated the Chairman’s initiatives to reform military retirement pay, legislated health care for life, secure a record military pay increase, and increase the Defense Budget by $40 billion.
